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Abstract. This article studies the influence of newspaper discourse on gender stereotypes in British society, using
The Guardian materials published in the first half of 2022. The author examines the difficulties that British women face
in everyday life, including the problems of interpersonal and intra-family relations and makes assumptions about what
journalists think their ideal women should be like nowadays. This work also addresses the issue of ambiguity and para-
doxical newspaper headlines. The suggested hypothesis is that British society has developed a tendency toward a perva-
sive mixing of female and male roles in all spheres of life, and the media are having a significant impact on the change
in attitudes toward the norm in the sphere of gender relations. Having studied the articles published in «The Guardiany
during this period, the author chose those that contained information about British women. Philological, comparative
and historical methods have been used while working with these sources. Special attention is paid to cognitive paradox-
es, which help to assess the point of view of the «The Guardian» editorial staff on the problems raised in the publica-

tions, when translating and analyzing the headlines of the articles. The main issues concerning women that are raised on
the pages of «The Guardian» are issues of intra-family relationships, relationships with others, racial and gender dis-
crimination. The author concludes that the media manipulate people's minds, create and promote the image of an inde-

pendent and active woman, without overlooking the problems faced by British women in family and at work.
